SECTION THREE
FRAMEWORK OF OBJECTIVES & STRATEGIES

OBJECTIVE AND STRATEGY STATEMENTS

The following objectives form the basic organization upon
which a management plan for historic resources can be

established. Each of the objectives is broad enough to include a
wide range of issues and concerns, yet each attempts to identify

an important and distinct goal which needs to be addressed in
developing the plan. Each objective is supported by more
specific strategy statements which identify actions or activities
which could be pursued. Accomplishing any of these
objectives may rely on also accomplishing some portion of the
other objectives and in this respect each tends to reinforce one

another.

OBJECTIVE 1
OPPORTUNITIES TO UTILIZE HISTORIC
RESOURCES

OBJECTIVE #1 - Utilize special opportunities where historic
resource preservation can assist to enhance tourism, economic
development, and other important goals of the City.

This objective seeks to identify areas where preservation of
historic resources can assist other important city programs in a
mutually compatible way. Opportunities exist to use the City's
historic resources to enhance the tourism activities and secure
the preservation of these resources. Others exist to better
integrate historic resources into new developments where they
have the potential to increase the value and quality of these
developments. Many localities have taken advantage of similar
opportunities to use their historic resources in these ways to
improve tourism and economic development, and quality of

their communities.
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STRATEGY 1.1
PROMOTE HISTORIC RESOURCES AS TOURIST

ATTRACTIONS

The City should take advantage of the regional focus on history
in further promoting the City's historic resources as potential
tourist attractions. Virginia Beach is less than an hour's drive
from the Colonial Williamsburg, Yorktown, and Jamestown
historic triangle which generates a strong tourism industry
focused on history. Some of these tourists visit the Virginia
Beach Oceanfront Resort Area as part of their vacations to the
area. While at the beach they may have an interest in seeing
the wide variety of historic sites that Virginia Beach has to
offer. The following activities and actions were suggested in
public workshops to further develop this potential:

[0 Develop a Cultural Tourism Program - Organize and
prepare regular bus or driving tours of interesting and
significant historic and cultural sites in the City. Emphasis
should be placed on including the City's best resources and
devising tours which respond to tourists' interests. Tours could
be developed to feature Oceanfront resources, historic farm and
plantation homes, the Princess Anne County Courthouse and
the historic rural architecture of the southern part of the City.
Other cultural resources should be evaluated and integrated
into these tours.

(0 Utilize Historic Resources - Significant historic resources
which are under-utilized should be considered for new and
more appropriate uses which offer an opportunity to preserve

them and make them available to the public. The Princess
Anne Courthouse is one example which came up in workshop
meetings where an alternative use as a museum could offer
more potential to the City than the current office use. The
Peppermint Beach Club building, determined to be potentially
eligible for the National Register, is another example of an
under-utilized resource which could be playing a much greater
role in the ambiance and vitality of the Oceanfront Resort Area.
Many other significant buildings in the City could also be
utilized more effectively. (also see Strategy 1.2)

(] Historic Signage, Marker, and Logo System - The City could
develop a special signage and historic property marker system
to improve recognition of historic properties and access to
historic sites. Such a system would need to be designed to
simplify driving tours and make historic sites easier to identify.
This would include site markers, traffic directional signage, a
special logo symbol to identify the historic/cultural theme,
interpretative signage, and other signage themes that could
work with driving-tour concepts.

STRATEGY 1.2
EMPHASIZE HISTORIC THEMES AT THE
OCEANFRONT RESORT AREA

Emphasize historic resources around the 17th Street area and
other individual resources in the Oceanfront Resort Area as
revitalization opportunities which can enhance their
appearance and vitality. The Roland Courts Building, Jarvis
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Building, Farmer Building, Bayne Theater, and the Peppermint

Beach Club along with other buildings date from the 1920s to s

STRATEGY 1.3

INTEGRATE HISTORIC RESOURCES INTO NEW
DEVELOPMENT

In the less developed areas of the City where new development
potential is greatest, emphasis should be placed on preserving
the qualities of the existing significant historic resources.

Where new development includes one of these resources, the
development plans should appropriately integrate significant
historic resources into new commercial and residential
developments. Historic resources in the southern portion of the

City fall into this category as shown in Figure 3.2.

Historic resources can be successfully integrated into new
developments without jeopardizing the quality of the
development or the chances for successful preservation of the
resource. This technique has worked in other localities where
the developers worked out creative ways to integrate
archaeological and architectural sites into residential and

commercial developments.

In James City County, the Anheuser-Busch Company
developed the Kingsmill Resort in such a way as to integrate
significant archaeological sites into the final development as a
cultural focal point. This was preceded by excavations of
significant sites and the installation of interpretive markers and

signs which identify the original buildings.

The traditional tools of land planning and zoning are sufficient
to accomplish these creative solutions. In general, these involve
incentives which allow the developer or property owner to
offset the costs associated with preserving historic resources by
allowing greater return on the overall development. During
public workshops, participants agreed that development
incentives should be offered to developers to encourage
preservation and that the City staff should be given flexibility
to work with developers to bring about this end.

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OBJECTIVE 2
ENCOURAGE RECOGNITION

OBJECTIVE #2 - To initiate a program which recognizes
significant historic resources and establishes a sense of
awareness and pride of how these resources relate to the
history of the City and region.

One of the first steps to encourage preservation is through the
proper recognition of the significant historic resources which
exist in the City. Recognition draws attention to historic
resources and reminds us of this heritage. Recognition can be
as informal as gaining attention through newspaper and media
coverage, or listing resources in the City's official inventory of
historic sites, or including historic sites on tours, or designation
as a local historic district, or by nominating sites to the State
and National Registers.

Along with recognizing historic resources, educational efforts
are important to increase public awareness about how these
buildings, structures, and sites relate to the historical
development of the City. Increased public awareness allows
more informed discussions and better decisions about
preserving historic resources. It allows "the players" (property
owners, developers, citizens, city officials, and city staff) to
proceed with a stronger and more uniform understanding of
the issues involved so that a consensus can be developed in

managing historic resources.

STRATEGY 2.1
FORMAL RECOGNITION OF SIGNIFICANT
HISTORIC RESOURCES

Encourage the formal recognition of significant historic
resources through National and State Register nominations,
local historic district designations, and establishment of a City
Register program. Recognition through the National and State
Registers acknowledges the significance of a site in terms of
national, state and/or local criteria. It also usually indicates
that the resource still retains much of the historic significance
which distinguished it originally and therefore is worthy of
special preservation efforts. To this end, National Register sites
enjoy special federal tax advantages for rehabilitation of
income-producing properties. In addition, the documentation
produced in the nomination process can be used to designate
local historic districts and define their boundaries.

The following specific ideas were developed from workshop
discussions about ways to improve the recognition of historic

resources.

(3 Establish a process to work with owners of properties
eligible for nomination to the National Register. In the case of a
property which is potentially eligible, additional
documentation may be needed before this process can begin.
Utilize local organizations which have an interest in historic
preservation to assist property owners with the nomination
process.
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(3 Develop a local register and plaque identification program
to recognize and identify locally significant sites which may not
be eligible for the National Register.

STRATEGY 2.2
PUBLIC AWARENESS AND APPRECIATION

Establish educational programs for schools and the public to
provide an overview of the history of Virginia Beach, to explain
how the remaining resources fit into this overall historical
development, and to explain what managing historic resources
is intended to accomplish.

(3 Prepare an audio/visual series which can be made available
to schools, museums, organizations, public television, local
cable TV, and tourist-related venues.

(O Utilize existing organizations to manage the educational
program.

(3 Develop a special approach to educating tourists about the
local historical sites of significance at Virginia Beach.

(0 Make information and maps available to the public through
libraries, Tourist Information Center, hotels, schools, museums

and other appropriate public agencies.

In addition to educational efforts, encourage events and
programs which can focus public awareness on historic

resources.

(3 Use historic sites for historically-oriented events and
meetings.

(3 Encourage historic festivals at significant historic sites in an
effort to stimulate more interest and awareness in historic

properties.

(] Feature a newspaper article series on topics related to history

and historic resources.
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OBJECTIVE 3
ENHANCE THE HISTORIC RESOURCE
MANAGEMENT PROGRAM

OBJECTIVE #3 - To enhance and more fully develop a long-
term historic resource management program.

Many additional historic resources have been identified
through recently completed historic surveys of the City. These
surveys identified historic resources over fifty years old and
provide an assessment of their significance with respect to the
history of the City, the State, and the Nation. The City now has
sufficient information on historic architectural resources to
develop a management program which can be more
comprehensive, more inclusive, and more effective. The new
information will allow owners of historic properties to pursue
local designation as an Historic/Cultural Overlay District.
Maps and other data which are now available will enable the
City to more effectively locate historic properties, to review
plans for development, and to consider historic resources with
respect to other City plans and policies. In addition to making
the best use of the new information, new opportunities exist to
integrate historic resources into the future growth of the City
which will need careful consideration and advance planning.
A management program is needed which encompasses these
activities and allows for participation of various interest
groups. This program should ratify goals, set priorities and
policies, and acknowledge the roles and responsibilities of

various participants to implement the plan, and review it from
time-to-time. The following strategies examine specific events
which a comprehensive management plan for historic
resources should address:

STRATEGY 3.1
REVIEW EXISTING HISTORIC DISTRICT
DESIGNATIONS

Based on previous studies of the existing Historic District
Designations and the new information on these historic
resources, the City should review the current designations with
owners of these properties to determine if adjustments should
be made to better preserve each resource.

STRATEGY 3.2
DESIGNATE ADDITIONAL HISTORIC DISTRICTS

Designation of additional historic districts will provide for
design review of new development or alterations. This is most
important in the less-developed areas of the City or in areas
where redevelopment and transition are occurring. This would
be a simple extension of the existing provisions for
Historic/Cultural Districts already in use in the City. All
National Register and Register eligible sites should be reviewed
to determine if designation as a local historic district is needed

and appropriate.
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STRATEGY 3.3
INCORPORATE NEW INFORMATION ON HISTORIC
RESOURCES

New information on architectural and archaeological sites
should be reviewed by city departments having a role and/or
interest in managing historic resources. This information will
be useful and important in future updates of the City's
Comprehensive Plan and other plans which deal with land use
and development. Coordinate the objectives of historic
resource management with the City's Zoning Ordinance as
necessary to avoid conflict.

STRATEGY 3.4
DEVELOP AND ADOPT DESIGN GUIDELINES

Well-developed design guidelines are needed to assist property
owners who are planning alterations, additions, or new
construction affecting historic buildings. Design guidelines
need to be developed to address a wide range of historic
resources, from 17th and 18th century Colonial farm houses to
historic urban buildings in the Oceanfront Resort Area. In
addition, guidelines are needed to address a wide range of
issues related to these resources, such as site and landscape
preservation, vistas and viewsheds, and other issues which
may be specific to certain resources.

STRATEGY 3.5
DEVELOP A PROCESS FOR IDENTIFYING AND
ASSESSING ARCHAEOLOGICAL SITES

Archaeological sites which were previously identified have
been mapped and listed as a preliminary step to allow the City
to develop an appropriate archaeological review process. The
next step should be to develop a system for identifying other
archaeological sites and determining which sites are likely to
yield important information and thus merit study or
preservation. The costs for surveys could be borne by the
applicant or provided by professionally managed volunteers.
Such a volunteer program could be managed by the City or
other groups to assess and examine significant archaeological
sites.  This can be accomplished in various ways as
summarized below: (See Appendix B for a more detailed
discussion of optional methods of assessing archeaological

sites)

[J Assessing Known Sites - This method establishes protection

for known sites relying primarily on existing information and
maps. As other sites are identified, these can be included in
much the same way that additional historic districts can be
designated. This approach may be appropriate in areas where
little change is expected in the future. However, it is much less
appropriate in undeveloped areas where little information
exists on potential archaeological sites.

(0 Conditional Zoning - Use of conditional zoning would

allow property owners to include archeological surveys and
mitigation measures as proffers when applying to rezone their
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land for greater development potential. Proffers would need
to be assessed and administered by an archaeologist, preferably
on the city staff.

(0 Archaeological Overlay Zones and Ordinances - A stronger
means of protection for archaeological sites can be provided in

the form of a specific overlay zone and ordinance which
establish a clear and sequential series of survey efforts to
identify and assess archaeological sites as part of the
development process. This would require a staff archaeologist
to administer the process.

STRATEGY 3.6
CONTINUE DOCUMENTATION OF HISTORIC
RESOURCES

Although the information gathered during recent surveys has
greatly extended the information available on historic resources
in the City, it is important to continue to gather information on
historic resources and review that information periodically to
monitor its condition and context. It will be very important to
complete the necessary documentation of National Register
eligible properties so that they can be nominated. It is also
important to collect additional information on properties which
are potentially eligible for the National Register so that
eligibility can be determined. Additional survey work may be
needed for properties which were not included in the recent

survey projects and are inadequately documented. Further,.
many sites which were 50 years old or older were not surveyed
due to the funding limits of these survey projects. These
properties should be reviewed and surveyed as a long-range

goal of the historic resources management program in the City.
The importance of these properties may increase as they get
older.

OBJECTIVE 4
SEEK FUNDING FOR HISTORIC RESOURCE
MANAGEMENT

OBJECTIVE #4 - Seek funding and financing resources to
support the continual development and management of historic
resources.

STRATEGY 4.1
IDENTIFY AND MAINTAIN CONTACT WITH SOURCES
OF AVAILABLE FUNDING

An element of the management program should identify
funding sources which can assist in achieving the goals of the
historic resources management plan. Outside sources of

- funding, where available, will greatly assist the City in

developing and strengthening the program in areas where city
funding may not be available. Funding is available from the
following programs and sources for certain preservation
oriented activities:

[J Pursue Certified Local Government Status - The City could
gain access to additional grant funding provided by the
Virginia Department of Historic Resources through the
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Certified Local Government program. CLG status recognizes
that a community has developed a strong and effective local
management program for historic resources. This recognition
gives the local government greater authority and autonomy to
manage its resources. CLG communities compete for grants
on a fiscal basis to fund various preservation oriented activities,
such as planning and survey projects. To qualify as a Certified
Local Government, local preservation policies, procedures, and
local review board must meet state and federal requirements.
Currently, this would require adjustments in the way the City's
historic districts are managed to bring them in accord with CLG
guidelines.

Participants in the workshop sessions recommended that an
evaluation of the pros and cons of CLG status be examined to
determine what benefits the program has to offer and what
CLG status would require of the City.

[ The Virginia Beach Foundation - The support of the
Virginia Beach Foundation could be instrumental for certain
historic resource projects which require fund-raising, funding,

and assistance.

[J National Trust for Historic Preservation - The National
Trust for Historic Preservation has several funding mechanisms
for historic preservation projects. A limited amount of grant
funds are available for specific projects related to rehabilitation
and renovation of historic buildings. Low interest loan funds
are available for some historic preservation projects.

[J Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act (ISTEA)
Funding - The Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency
Act provides a grants program to support transportation
enhancement projects including historic preservation related
projects. Projects where historic preservation is directly related
to the transportation enhancement objectives of the Act can be
funded by the program. Grant funding is made available on a
competitive basis on a yearly cycle until 1996.

[J Local Fund Raisers - Local fund raising events can be very
effective in focusing attention on successful preservation
projects and raising funds for projects. Local organizations
could be most effective in raising these type of funds by
sponsoring festivals, auction events, dinner/dance
engagements, raffles, and other creative activities.

STRATEGY 4.2
ESTABLISH TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM FOR
OWNERS OF HISTORIC PROPERTIES

The City should establish a program to provide some of the
following technical assistance to owners of historic properties:

[ Assist individual preservation, rehabilitation, and/or

renovations efforts

(J Educate owners of historic properties about National
Register and local Historic/Cultural District benefits
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[ Educate owners of properties in Historic/Cultural districts
about design guidelines, and provide information on relevant
funding and assistance sources

[ Identify and publicize tax credits available for historic
properties

(1 Identify tax advantages of historic preservation easements
and donations of historic properties

(1 Develop materials to illustrate how Virginia Beach's historic
resources can contribute to the economic and cultural quality of
the City as well as the economic benefit of the owner

STRATEGY 4.3
DEVELOP LOCAL INCENTIVES FOR REHABILITATION

OF HISTORIC PROPERTIES

Local incentives should be developed to encourage owner
participation in achieving the objectives of the historic resource
management plan. Property tax abatement for qualifying
historic properties could be used to encourage rehabilitation.
This has been used in other cities to effectively spur
rehabilitation projects. Additionally, land development
incentives through the application of the Zoning Ordinance
should be explored. Incentives could be provided in the form
of density bonuses for developments which effectively and
appropriately integrate historic properties into new
developments. Such incentives would need to not only

compensate for the additional costs of preserving historic
structures, but would need to provide extra incentives to
encourage developers to want to work within the objectives of
the plan.

OBJECTIVE 5
INVOLVE THE COMMUNITY IN
MANAGING HISTORIC RESOURCES

OBJECTIVE #5 - Involve the community in defining and
managing historic resources.

Private property owners and citizens are primary participants
in the preservation of historic resources. Property owners are
the ones who take the actions which most often affect these
resources, and they are most often the ones who are involved in
preservation efforts. Whether repairing woodwork on a fine
historic house, or working to have their property nominated to
the Register, or working with the City to develop land which
contains historic resources, property owners are key players in
the process. Community organizations like the Princess
Anne/Virginia Beach Historical Society and other public
groups concerned with preservation are also key participants in
preserving these resources. Such groups provide a collective
voice for the discussion of preservation issues and an organized
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constituency capable of taking action. Therefore, it is
important that property owners, citizens, and organizations
having interest in historic preservation be involved in the

ongoing management of these resources.

STRATEGY 5.1
COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT

City efforts to develop a comprehensive historic resource
management plan should include community participation
through the use of public workshops, discussion forums, task
forces, or public hearings. In addition to keeping the public
informed and involved in the development of a broader
management plan, it is important to engender their cooperation
and understanding of the need for public and private
partnership in this effort.

STRATEGY 5.2
PUBLIG/PRIVATE PARTNERSHIPS

Identify groups and organizations which can take action to
implement the plan. Developing a working relationship with
existing groups will allow some of the burden of managing
historic resources to be borne by local organizations.

[(Q Develop organizational structures around the community of
interest for historic preservation so that community efforts are
coordinated and productive

( Include the community in prioritzing and allocating
resources for historic preservation and management efforts.

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SECTION FOUR
SUMMARY RECOMMENDATIONS FOR IMPLEMENTING THE HISTORIC RESOURCES PLAN

ADOPT POLICY AND OBJECTIVES FOR HISTORIC
RESOURCES MANAGEMENT

The City should update its policies on historic and cultural
resources to address the wide range of significant historic and
archaeological resources which need careful management in order
to ensure their preservation and to take advantage of the
opportunities they offer for tourism and economic development. It
is also recommended that the City adopt the objectives for
managing historic resources which are outlined in this study.
Working with city staff from the Department of Museums, the
following general policy statement was drafted and is offered for

consideration:

Suggested Policy Statement:

" The City of Virginia Beach recognizes the importance of preserving the
historic buildings, sites, and resources that represent its rich and varied
heritage. The City encourages community organizations to participate in
preservation initiatives and to develop partnerships with the City that
facilitate the accomplishment of these objectives. The municipal
government actively pursues the professional management of its historic
resources through identification, recognition, and review processes
administered by the Department of Museums and Department of
Planning."

OBJECTIVE #1 - To utilize special opportunities where historic resource
preservation can assist and enhance tourism, economic development, and
other important goals of the City.

OBJECTIVE #2 - To initiate a program which recognizes significant
historic resources and establishes a sense of public awareness and pride of
how these resources relate to the history of the City and the region.

OBJECTIVE #3 - To enhance and more fully develop a long-term
historic resource management program.

OBJECTIVE #4 - Seek Funding and financing resources to support the
continual development and management of historic resources.

OBJECTIVE #5 - To involve the community in managing historic
resources.

UPDATE THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND OTHER PLANS

The City should update its Comprehensive Plan to incorporate the
new information on historic resources into the areas of the plan
related to historic resources. In addition, other areas of the plan
which deal with tourism, economic development, and quality of
life should be revised if needed to address historic and cultural
resources. It is important that the historic resources management
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objectives and policies of the City be stated in the Comprehensive
Plan since the application of the Zoning Ordinance must follow

such policies.

It may also be important to incorporate these objectives, strategies,
and actions into other plans which involve the historic resources of
the City.

RECOGNITION OF SIGNIFICANT RESOURCES

The City should assist in the recognition of historic resources which
are important and significant. Special emphasis should be placed
on recognizing those resources which have potential to assist
tourism and economic development opportunities mentioned
earlier. The City should assist owners of historic resources which
are eligible for listing on the National and State Registers in
achieving proper recognition. Such recognition clearly documents
the significance of a property and allows income producing
properties to use special tax credits. In addition to state and
national recognition, the City should consider developing a local
register of significant properties which includes properties of local
significance which may not be eligible for listing on the State and
National Registers.

DEVELOP TOURISM POTENTIAL WITH HISTORIC
RESOURCES

The City should take the lead in identifying historic resources
which could enhance the tourist attractions and activities in the
Oceanfront Resort Area and the other areas of the City, and find
ways to assist in fully developing this potential. Improvements in
the oceanfront resort area can be tailored to the historic theme of
unique areas such as 17th Street. Significant historic buildings in
the Oceanfront Resort Area, such as the Cavalier Hotel/Beach
Club, Peppermint Beach Club, Pinewood Motel, Greystone Manor,
Edgar Cayce Hospital, and others could be preserved and
emphasized as individual historic landmarks to enliven and
diversify the Oceanfront ambiance. A marketing strategy should
be developed which allows the City to feature its historic resources
among other reasons to come to Virginia Beach. Such an approach
can take advantage of the historical focus of tourism in the region.

INCREASE PUBLIC AWARENESS

The City should develop a public awareness program to educate
citizens, tourists, and other localities about the significant historic
resources which exist in Virginia Beach. One part of this effort
should be aimed at increasing the awareness and understanding of
the citizens of the City who are the stewards of the City's historic
resources. Commemorative celebrations can focus on the history
of Virginia Beach and Princess Anne County, maps and brochures
could be distributed to the general public to familiarize them with
historic resources that they may not be aware exist in the City, and
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an educational series could be made available through cable TV.
Maps and information on historic resources can be made available
through the public libraries, museums, the Visitor Center, and
other locations to allow easy access to information on historic

resources.

Another part of this effort should involve the school system. An .
educational series dealing with the history of the City, its
development, and how historic resources link us to this past should
be developed and incorporated into the history offerings of the

school system.

IDENTIFY LAND DEVELOPMENT INCENTIVES FOR
PFRESERVATION

In order to take advantage of the opportunities to integrate historic
resources into future land developments, the City should identify
specific development incentives which could attract developers to
work with significant historic resources rather than work around
them. Such incentives should include density bonuses, relaxing
certain zoning restrictions on a case-by-case basis which make
preservation of these buildings less feasible. Incentives need to be
linked to the preservation goals related to the properties being
considered and focused on overcoming the normal developers'
reluctance to preserve historic buildings or sites on their property.

REVIEW EXISTING HISTORIC DISTRICTS

Existing Historic/Cultural Districts should be reviewed and
adjusted when the designated overlay districts do not
appropriately coincide with the historically significant attributes of
the resource. A thorough analysis of most of these districts was
performed by Land and Community Associates in 1987. These
recommendations will be useful in reviewing the existing districts
and some of the problems related to their boundaries.

DEVELOP AN APPROPRIATE ARCHAEOLOGICAL REVIEW
PFROCESS

Develop an appropriate archaeological review procedure which
addresses the known and unknown sites in the City. Such a review
process should focus on determining which sites are likely to yield
important information about history or prehistory and therefore
require some degree of investigation. Guidelines should be
developed to aid owners and the City in administering such a
review process. (Refer to Appendix B for a discussion of
alternative methods for assessing archaeological sites)

DESIGNATE ADDITIONAL HISTORIC DISTRICTS

The City should review the significant historic resources and
identify which properties would benefit from being designated as
local Historic/Cultural overlay districts. Such protection is
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appropriate for properties subject to future changes, whether
incremental, like deterioration or minor changes by property
owners over time, or larger scale changes like land development or
redevelopment. Local historic district designation is recommended
for all of the City's significant resources which are listed on the
National Register or are eligible or potentially eligible for listing.
Designation is also important for other resources which may not be
eligible for the National Register but which are significant locally.
The city should work to inform the owners of significant properties
about the benefits of overlay zoning protection and work with
them to designate their properties. Owner participation and
consent is essential, since it is unlikely that such designation will be

possible without their support.

DEVELOP DESIGN GUIDELINES

Although design guidelines are needed now to inform the owners
of historic properties about how to plan improvements and
alterations to the buildings, they are even more important as
additional historic districts are designated. Guidelines serve
several purposes; first, they inform owners of the correct way to
care for and preserve their historic buildings; second, they
illustrate how owners should deal with additions and alterations to
these buildings; and third, they provide standards for the
Historical Review Board to apply in reviewing and approving
applications for changes to these historic buildings. Guidelines are
essential to the orderly administration of the Historic/Cultural

overlay provisions.

CITY OF VIRGINIA BEACH, VIRGINIA

Since there is so much variety among historic properties in the
City, design guidelines will need to deal with many different
contexts, architectural styles, and site conditions. The City may
wish to develop specific guidelines for dramatically different parts
of the City. For example, a set of guidelines could be tailored to
resources in the Oceanfront Resort Area to deal with the urban
setting and more narrow range of architectural styles which are
typical. Similarly a special set of guidelines could be developed
for historic resources in the less developed areas of the City to deal
with issues of future land development and how best to integrate

these properties in new developments.

STABILIZE AND REHABILITATE

Emphasis should be placed on stabilizing and rehabilitating
significant historic resources throughout the City so that these
resources will not be lost while specific initiatives are being
planned and implemented. Significant historic buildings in the
Oceanfront Resort Area which can be retained should receive
priority attention since redevelopment of the area is underway.
Significant buildings in the southern area of the City should receive
priority attention since this is where new development will

continue.

SEEK FUNDING

The City should work with other organizations to identify sources
of funding and the groups who would be most effective in securing
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and using the funds. Information on various types of funding
should be distributed to citizens, property owners, organizations,
and City staff so that funding opportunities are widely understood.

INVOLVE THE PUBLIC

The City should continue to involve the public, property owners,
business leaders, and other interested groups in the on-going
process of managing historic resources. Public forums, workshops,
town meetings, public hearings are some of the various ways in
which public participation can be integrated into the development
and administration of the Historic Resource Management Plan. In
addition, it would be advisable to include representative members
of various interest groups on any official committees or work
groups which are charged with implementing the plan in order to
maintain the link with the public.

DEVELOP A PROCESS FOR CONFLICT RESOLUTION

As the City develops an Historic Resources Management Program,
emphasis should be placed on developing a method and procedure
for dealing with conflicts. The City should designate this
responsibility to an appropriate group which is capable of serving
the multiple roles of watch-dog, mediator, and negotiator in
situations where preservation goals conflict with other goals. Since
such conflicts could develop at the public level, political level,
interdepartmental level, or with individual citizens, such a process
for conflict resolution must be flexible and responsive to the needs

of the situation. This could be implemented a number of ways.
One approach would be to delegate this role to departments which
are involved in historic resource management, such as the
Department of Museums or Department of Planning. Another
approach could be utilize an appointed board to deal with any
conflicts which arise.

CONTINUE SURVEY EFFORTS

Survey efforts should be continued to collect additional
information on the following types of historic resources:

+ Resources which are potentially eligible for listing on the
National Register

+ Resources requiring additional documentation for
nomination to the National Register

+ Architectural resources which are over 50 years old but not
surveyed yet

List of Historic Architectural Resources in Virginia Beach

Appendix A provides the most comprehensive list of historic architectural resources which have been identified in the City of Virginia
Beach to date. This list includes all of the historic resources which were on file at the Virginia Department of Historic Resources
(VDHR) at the time this study was completed. These consist of resources which were documented as part of this study, resources
which were documented during survey efforts in Virginia Beach in 1992 and 1993, as well as resources which had been documented
prior to these survey efforts in the City. '

Appendix A contains selected information on historic buildings and structures which was derived from more extensive information in
the Integrated Preservation Software (IPS) database maintained by VDHR. The following information appears in the Appendix:

Architectural Resource Number - This is the number assigned to the property by VDHR. This is an open-ended numbering
system which can be expanded as other properties are surveyed, documented, and added to the inventory. Sites with low
numbers were the first to be documented and filed. Sites with higher numbers were documented more recently. (Note: VDHR
assigns a City/County code as a prefix to each resource number. In Virginia Beach this code is 134. Therefore, the complete
site reference number for a resource, such as 191, would be the City/County code followed by the Architectural Resource
Number which would appear as 134-191.)

Property Name - The colloquial or local name for the property.

Street Address - Local street address.

Reference Date - The earliest date given for the property. This date is for reference only and does not necessarily indicate the
period of greatest significance.

Resource Type- Indicates the historic use of the property, such as Dwelling, Church, Tavern, etc.
Style - Indicates the predominant architectural.style of the historic resource.

Condition - Indicates the condition of the property as noted at the time of the survey.

Status - Indicates if the building has been démohshed or still remains.

Since the information contained in Appendix A was collected at different times and under different methods, there are some areas
where information is incomplete. This is most apparent for sites with low numbers (i.e., 1 through 300).. Missing or incomplete
information can be gathered and added to the database as an on-going effort to maintain the data which has been gathered to date.

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APPENDIX B:

IDENTIFICATION, EVALUATION, AND PROTECTION OF ARCHAEOLOGICAL SITES

While the protection of archaeological resources is in many
ways similar to protecting historic buildings, there is one major
difference. Buildings are visible. The presence of a building
does indicate an archaeological site; however, archaeological
sites cannot often be seen simply by driving or walking down a
road. To identify archaeological sites, sub-surface testing is
necessary. This stage of resource management is the most
important. The State list of archaeological sites should not be
viewed as a representation of all archaeological sites within the
City. In all likelihood, the 231 known sites of Virginia Beach are
just a small fraction of the actual number present.

Once a mechanism for identifying sites is devised, a means of
evaluating sites is needed, remembering that not all sites need
to be saved. The management plan provides context in which
to evaluate which site is important and will provide the most
information. Archaeological testing is the only way to evaluate
which sites are worthy. Protection can take many forms
depending on economic and political situations. The City of
Virginia Beach needs to evaluate what levels of protection they
can afford.

Protection Plans

To provide the maximum form of protection, zoning and
subdivision ordinances can be instituted requiring
archaeological surveys, site evaluations, and mitigations. For
example, Anne Arundel County, Maryland, requires that all .
subdivisions greater than four acres must pass through a
cultural resource protection process. The county has a
professional staff archaeologist, an architectural historian, and

a preservation planner, who oversee the process and insure
compliance. It is within the power of county staff persons to
require additional studies if important sites are found during
the survey.

In terms of cost, there are the salaries associated with the
county employees, their benefits, and the tools needed to do the
jobs. Costs for archaeological surveys and studies can be paid
by the land owners. Outside employed archaeologists could
produce reports that are reviewed by the county for
compliance.

A professional archaeological survey varies in cost according to
the size of the project and the type of ground covered. A small
survey might cost a couple thousand dollars, while larger ones
can cost up to $1000.00 per acre if the test interval is tight. If
archaeology is included in the planning process, important sites

~ can be preserved in place with no additional work being

needed as site preservation becomes an economic issue.

A less severe form of management is a profer system. For
example, Fairfax County, and Prince William County, Virginia,
both have a profer system. Landowners are asked to make
concessions in order to acquire zoning changes or subdivision
permits.

A profer system involves negations on each project. If it is
decided that archaeological work will not be required,
important archaeological sites may be destroyed. Some
resources are saved in this way, and saving some is better than
none. As with a zoning ordinance, there should be a position in
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the City to oversee compliance of the profers. For a profer
system to be effective, an individual familiar with the
archaeological potential of various locations needs to be
involved. A generalized predictive model can be built using
computerized data. This would include soil types, distance to
water, and other data related to site locations. A professional
archaeologist familiar with the area could provide better
guidance.

Other systems involve master plan maps and protection for
mapped resources. The major problem with this type of system
is that there is no mechanism for identifying sites. Once sites
are identified, they should be evaluated to determine which are
worth saving.

Public Archaeology and the City of Virginia Beach

A public archaeology program sponsored by the City,
employing at least one professional archaeologist, can provide
an important service to the City. The archaeologist can oversee
the cultural resources program (or at least the archeological
component). The public can provide free labor for conducting
archaeological studies either in advance of city public works
projects, in advance of pending site destruction, or for academic
interest.

A program similar to this type has been in place in Fairfax
County for over ten years. Volunteers from the Archaeological
Society of Virginia Northern Chapter provide about 1000 hours
each month conducting field and laboratory work, while more
experienced volunteers write reports. The core of the
volunteers are members of the Archaeological Society of
Virginia which ties them into a larger group of non-
professionals. Over the years, the program has grown so large

that three full-time professional archaeologists are now on the
county payroll.

The public program can also be tied into an educational
program through the public schools, thus providing sites for
high school participation. While the archaeologist would
oversee the site work, teachers can guide the students through
excavation. Educators find the use of an archaeological site an
excellent out-of-classroom setting for reinforcing basic skills
such as mathematics, art, and cooperation. Such a program
also educates the students about historic preservation, raising
their awareness of history in general. Baltimore County,
Maryland, schools for example have been conducting
excavations at a site for about five years.

With an established program under professional supervision,
grant opportunities can be available. State and federal grant
programs may provide funds for particular studies that can
help off-set the cost of the program for the City. The amount of
work that can be provided by the volunteers can far outweigh
the cost of the program.

Artifact Curation

One result of establishing a preservation mechanism is that
artifacts collected from sites will need to be curated. Artifacts
from archaeological projects generally become the property of
the landowner or the organization funding the dig. If the City
intends to retain artifacts, having a museum involved in the
program provides facilities and procedures for curation. If a
museum is not included, space, materials, and manpower will
be required to properly curate the artifacts. In any event, there
is a cost involved with proper archival packaging materials,
processing, and long term storage and these costs should be
anticipated.
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
